CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS

SPRINGDALE NEIGHBORHOOD ASSOCIATION
ARTICLE I:

NAME

The name of this association shall be Springdale Neighborhood Association.

ARTICLE II:

PURPOSE

The Springdale Neighborhood Association (herein referred to as “the Association”) shall work toward any goal that shall preserve, protect and improve the single-family residential character of the Springdale neighborhood as defined by the City of York’s zoning ordinances.

The Association shall encourage and support programs and activities that promote neighborhood safety, camaraderie among neighbors and civic involvement in the larger diverse York City community. 

ARTICLE III:

ASSOCIATION BOUNDARIES

The eastern boundary will be the west side of South Queen Street from the northwest corner of Rathton Road to the northeast corner of the property at 181 East Springettsbury Avenue.

The western boundary will be the east side of South George Street from the northwest corner of the property at 863 South George Street to the northwest corner of Rathton Road.

The northern boundary will be from the northwest corner of the property at 863 South George Street along the south side of Lombardy Alley to the northeast corner of the property at 181 East Springettsbury Avenue.

The southern boundary will be the north side of Rathton Road from the northeast corner of South George Street to the northwest corner of South Queen Street.

ARTICLE IV:

MEMBERSHIP

A. Members: All adults who legally reside in houses included within the Association’s boundaries shall be eligible for membership and have full voting privileges. Adult members must be 18 years or older and have paid annual dues.

B. Associate Members: Organizations that own or operate within facilities within the Association’s boundaries that demonstrate a desire to support the purpose of the Association are eligible for associate membership.  Organizations can include, but are not restricted to businesses, churches, schools or associations.  Associate members are not eligible for voting privileges or positions on the Board of Directors (herein referred to as “the Board”).

C.  Dues: Dues for both members and associate members will be determined by the Board and confirmed by a simple majority of the membership at the Annual Meeting.

ARTICLE V:

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

A. The Association shall annually elect a president, vice president, secretary, treasurer, two members at large and all standing committee chairpersons.  

B. The Board of Directors shall consist of the president, vice president, secretary, treasurer (collectively known as “officers”), two members at large and all standing committee chairpersons.  The Board shall also include the immediate past presidents of the Association. Terms shall run for three years after his or her final term as president. Past presidents shall serve strictly in an advisory position and shall have no vote on the Board.  Past presidents must meet all association membership requirements to serve on the Board.  

C. The Board shall conduct the business of the Association, subject to the approval of the membership.  The Board will appoint a Nominating Committee to propose a slate of officers, members at large and standing committee chairpersons to be presented to the membership at the annual meeting.

D. The Board shall meet at the call of the president or at the call of three Board members.

E.  The president shall preside at all meetings of the Association and shall have duties normally conferred by parliamentary practice.  The president shall be an ex-officio member of each standing committee.

F.  The vice president shall act in the president’s absence.  The vice president shall also act as parliamentarian at all Association meetings.

G.   The secretary shall keep the minutes and the records of the Association of regular and special meetings under the direction of the president.  The secretary will also provide notice of all meetings to the membership and attend to correspondence, as requested.

H.  The treasurer shall maintain and keep records of all receipts and disbursements.  These records shall be audited annually.  

I.  Officers, members at large and standing committee chairpersons who are absent from three consecutive meetings without prior notification to the president will be asked to resign from the Board.

ARTICLE VI:  
COMMITTEES

A. Committees shall be formed or disbanded at the discretion of the Board.

B. The Board shall appoint a Nominating Committee annually to propose a slate of officers, members at large and standing committee chairpersons to be presented to the membership at the Annual Meeting.  The Nominating Committee will consist of one Board member whose term is expiring and has elected not to serve another term and two Association members not serving on the Board. 

ARTICLE VII:
MEETINGS AND PROCEDURES

A.  The Association’s Annual Meeting shall be held in March at a time and place set by the Board.  Officers, members at large and standing committee chairpersons shall be elected at the Annual Meeting. Members will receive notice of the proposed slate of nominated officers, members at large and standing committee chairpersons one week prior to the Annual Meeting. One week’s notice is required for both Board and membership meetings.

B. Special membership meetings may be called at the discretion of the Board or by petition at the request of 20% of the membership.

C. Quorum for Board meetings shall be a simple majority of the Board members.  Quorum for regular membership meetings shall be the number of members present.  

D. Vacancies of officers, members at large and standing committee chairpersons shall be filled by the Board.

E. Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern all Association meetings except where they shall conflict with the constitution and by-laws.

F. Officers, members at large and standing committee chairpersons who are financially affiliated with, members of or connected to any entity that challenges the purpose of the Association shall identify his or her affiliation and remove themselves from the vote.

ARTICLE VIII:  
AMENDMENTS

Amendments to this constitution and by-laws shall be submitted in writing to the Board in sufficient time for distribution to the members and may be voted upon at any membership meeting with a simple majority vote of those members present.
